This 
partnership is no cost to the University. LimeBike employees will be responsible for all the 
maintenance for the bikes. The City of Mobile is also partnering with LimeBike and will be 
promoting and installing safer bike lanes. Promotions for LimeBike will start as soon as the 
MOU has been approved.
